Daily Examination of a Dog
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Ears


Check for excessive wax and discharge.  Check for sign of ear mites and any soreness.


Remove any dirt with damp cotton wool.








Eyes


Remove any mucus with build up with damp cotton wool.


Check for any inflammation, discharge and foreign bodies.


Check the colour of the mucus membrane it should be salmon pink in colour.








Coat


Check the skin condition.


Then check for fleas and ticks.


Check for any lumps, bumps and abrasions.


Check for any sores.


Remove loose hair, matt’s and tangles.








Tail


Check the tail for any lumps, bumps, sores and injury.


The tail area should be clear of dirt and discharge.





Paws


Check between each toe for any foreign bodies, such as grass seeds, thorns etc.


Check the pads, between all toes carefully for sores and broken skin.


Check the claws for breaks and splits.


If the claws become too long cut them using suitable nail clippers being careful not to cut them into the quick.  If unsure ask your vet to do this.





Teeth and Mouth


Check the teeth for tartar build up.


Check the gums for sores and any signs of infection.


Open the dogs mouth to check the throat.
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
