Pets Behaving Better Training Class Rules

Dog Training Classes Are Open To Anyone Wishing To Train Their Dog.  Although Any Dogs Who Have Shown Aggression Towards Other Dogs Or People Will Need To Be Assessed On A One To One Basis Prior To Joining The Training Classes.
Club Rules 
These rules are here for your safety and must be strictly followed, anyone deliberately breaking these rules may be asked to leave the club, forfeiting any fees paid in advance.
· All dogs must be fully vaccinated up to date and be generally in good health.  If at any time your dog is off colour or ill in any way, e.g. has an upset tummy, please do not bring him to classes as he could be infectious and may pass it around the whole class.
· Always beware that the most placid of dogs will bite if provoked or frightened in anyway by a new situation, please avoid such situations. 
· Never put your face close to your dogs face or anyone else’s dog’s head at anytime, in case the dog unexpectedly snaps.
· All DOGS must be kept on leads at all times, unless otherwise instructed to do so when working under supervision on the floor. 
· Dogs must enter the hall on a lead, to ensure everyone’s safety.
· Do not feed someone else’s dog, without asking the owners permission first.  

· Do not allow dogs on the furniture.
· At no time will dogs be allowed to wander loose in the hall, unless they are on the floor working. 
· Only one dog per person allowed in the hall at any one time.
· No dogs that have shown aggression towards another dog or person will be allowed in the class, unless it has been assessed in a private session for their own safety and the safety of others.
· All ‘Accidents’ must be cleared up, bags will be available.  But remember you should carry bags at all times, failure to do so could cost you your Kennel Club Good Citizens Certificate.
· The use of Choke Chains and Spiked Collars will not be allowed in the classes.  Advice on suitable equipment will be available, just ask.  Half Checks for example are suitable.
· Please wear flat non slip footwear when training and also please try to avoid wearing heavy coats or jackets when training, you will find it’ll get in your way.
· You may find it useful to wear either a waist or belt bag or similar to make titbits easy to get at.
· For the comfort and safety of everyone attending the classes, smoking is not permitted inside the hall or the grounds.
· No Bitches in season may attend training classes.  
· Course fees are not refundable once the course has started.
· Children attending training classes as observers must sit quietly and watch, they must not be walking around when dogs are working.  Parents are totally responsible for their own children at all times.
